June 2010 we received a phone call from Rev. Vincent Anyama, Parochial Vicar of St. Francis of Assisi in Frisco,  
asking  for our help in bringing the school’s fifth grade formation class to Holy Trinity Seminary for a seminary  
experience.

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Beatification is the third of four steps on the way  to sainthood. 
Once complete, Pope John Paul II will be anointed w ith the title 
“Blessed,” and his tomb will be moved from the cryp t at St. Peter’s 
Basilica to the nave in the Chapel of St. Sebastian   Answering the 
swell of public opinion in the wake of the  Polish pontiff’s  death in 
2005, Pope Benedict decided to skip the five years that typically 
separate someone’s death and the start of their asc endancy  to 
sainthood. The only other person to achieve beatifi cation so quickly 
was Mother Teresa. 
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A Catholic priest recently preached at a Sunday Mass that  ”if you are not actively practicing your faith (working at living the  
Faith 24/7) you cannot claim to be a practicing Catholic.” He went on to say, “If you are selecting some tenets of the Church  
but rejecting others, you are not really Catholic.” Among other points he said there is no such thing as a “pro-choice Catholic.” 
Offended by the priest’s homily, several long-time  members of the parish informed the pastor that they would be moving their 
membership to another Catholic parish.  The chairman of the Parish Council informed the  Pastor that churchgoers didn’t like  
being told they were bad Catholics, and suggested that the priest was too “spiritually militant and chastising” in his preaching. He went on to 
say that parishioners would “much rather be told the characteristics of a good Catholic and then find their own way there.” The next weekend 
the priest stopped preaching altogether. 
 
‘Sounds ridiculous , doesn’t it?  And yet it is a reality faced by many priests in parish ministry today. It is an age divided into Cafeteria  
Catholics, who do not want to hear about hell, sin or damnation, and Staunch Traditionalists, who demand hell-fire-and-damnation preaching, 
priests are most often left to navigate the shoals and reefs in preaching the Good News, including its shadow side. 
 
Even as we rejoice in the forgiveness of sin  made possible by the singular sacrifice of Jesus Christ, and the promise of Eternal Life, we are 
reminded that no one ever said that being a Catholic Christian was going to be easy. Jesus spoke of the narrow gate, that there would be 
crosses, and those who would be His disciples must pick up their crosses every day … not just on Sunday or when it is convenient. 
 
Right off, we need to understand two things: first, we are Christians, but more that that we are Catholic Christians. Christians believe in  Jesus 
Christ as the Son of God, and have as their ideal a desire to live by  the teachings of Jesus, to accept  His transforming love:  second, being 
Catholic takes time and effort 
 
Being Catholic means that we are part of the Church that Christ established and entrusted to St. Peter, the Apostles, and their successors.  
We are not subject to every new pop-theology or interpretation of the Scripture because we draw upon the rich wisdom and experience of two 
thousand years as Church. We are offered the peace and that comes with being secure in your faith.  And most  important of all, we know that 
we will have eternal life because we obey Christ’s commandments and celebrated His Sacraments. 

It is a tremendous challenge for today’s priests. The skills needed cannot be taught in  
seminaries, but require the school-of-life experiences of living the priesthood in a  
community of sometimes shaky faith and part-time Catholics. It is daunting to live and teach 
the message of Jesus Christ when all around it is ignored and sometimes outright rejected 
by those identifying themselves as Catholics.  
 
St. Paul in his First Letter to the Corinthians:  “I have become all things to all men, that I 
might by all means save some. (1 Cor. 9:22b.)  It is my personal opinion, based on my  
personal experience, that St. Paul was probably not successful at it. For the past one  
hundred years the Church has encouraged conscious participation in the faith in response 
to growing passivity, and preached the faith as leaven in the world in response to increased  
compartmentalize that separates faith from every day life. 
 
No matter how much theology we study and the lengths we go to unfold the mystery of 
Salvation; no matter how much we strive to imitate Christ’s model of servant-leader; no 
matter how many feet we wash, the up-hill battle for the salvation of souls will always  
depend on countercultural and faithful priests and those, living and dead, that pray for 
them, and listen even when the message is hard  to live.
